a. A negative USDA-approved Equine Infectious Anemia (EIA) test (i.e., Coggins or ELISA) within the previous twelve (12) months.  (NH State Law)

b. Current on Rabies Vaccination given by a veterinarian within the previous twelve (12) months.

c. Current on Equine Rhinopneumonitis (Flu) and Equine Herpes Virus (EHV 4-1) given within six (6) months of arrival.

i. For Out-of-State travelers, remember that the State of New Hampshire requires a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) within 30 days of entry.

ii. Note:  Any horse joining the UNH Equine Program must also have a Strangles vaccination within 12-months of arrival.  WNL/EEE/WEE/TET is highly recommended prior to acceptance, and if not current will be given by the UNH Veterinarian.
